The Corporation operated the territory's electric power facilities
and newly constructed salt water distillation facility on St. Thomas.
V1 Corp managed the submarine base, the St. Thomas airport, 80
housing-units rented to federal and insular government employees
and private individuals, 6 hotels, 1 guesthouse, 4 piers, a beach club,
a golf course and clubhouse, about 35 additional buildings, 3 water
systems, transportation equipment, and other miscellaneous units.
